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WHO IS ON NEXT?

2006 – the second edition of the competition
 ‘Who’s on Next?’, the competition organized in 2005 by Vogue Italia and Alta Roma will once again be staged in Rome. The aim of the competition is to support a new generation of designers and to promote the excellence of “Made-in-Italy” products throughout the world. The positive results of the first edition have encouraged the organizers to repeat this highly successful experience. This year, over one hundred entries were received with only nine finalists being selected by a jury of international celebrities consisting of  Franca Sozzani (Vogue Italia), Mariella Milani (Rai Due), André Leon Talley (Vogue America),  Averyl Oates (Harvey & Nichols), Terron Shaefer (Sacks), Beppe Angiolini (Camera Naz Buyers), Donata Sartorio (Alta Roma) Simonetta Gianfelici (Alta Roma), Beppe Modenese (Alta Roma), Deanna Ferretti Veroni (Modateca Deanna), and Tiziana Cardini (La Rinascente).  

Inauguration of the  Alta Moda events programme will begin on Monday, 10 July at Hadrian’s Temple, with a collective fashion show to present the nine finalists to the public and the press. In September, the  finalists will have another chance to showcase their work in Milan, at which time the name of winning designer will be announced. Those short-listed for the award include: Nicola Brundage, Massimo Mariotti and Vinciane Stouvenaker (De Couture),  Max Kibardin, Courtney Crawford, Gianluca Capannolo, Luca Casillo and Fabio Berdini (Ou est fantomas?) Mirco Giovannini (Yoon), Megumi Sasaki (Meg Sasaki) and Gianni e Raffaele Guaglianone (G. Guaglianone).
Unique in its kind, this competition testifies to the importance of giving young, up-and-coming talents the necessary space to show their true colours, not only in terms of the availability of a prestigious location but also communication. Alta Roma and Vogue Italia  have thus joined forces to ensure that these young talents receive the visibility that they deserve and have invested heavily in this project with the organization of events that directly involve the highest official bodies, celebrities from the world of culture and the performing arts and the trade press. 

The competition programme foresees a series of promotional activities that, during the July 2006 AltaRomaAltaModa event, will have the dual aim of not only completing the edition under way but also of supporting continuation of the project in the future. The results of last year’s competition not only acted as concrete proof that ‘Who is on next’? can be considered as a launch pad for young designers but also as a means of growth for the sector. Proof of this are the three winners of last year’s edition. Carlo Alberto Pregnolato has increased sales by 300% with his products being distributed in some hundred sales points worldwide. ‘6267’, initially present in only 19 sales points now boast distribution in as many as 103 throughout the world, while Albino d’Amato has really made it “big time”, increasing  his initial turnover of  20 thousand Euros to 150 thousand Euros for his 2006 Spring/Summer collection.
