Interview with Yulia Yanina
I love Rome, la Dolce vita and Fellini, but also Valentino and Ferré, great masters of style
         Thanks to Perestroika, the Russians are beginning to “catch up”. We are witnessing an epoch-making change 
Art, sculpture, cinema and theatre what are the sources of your inspiration?
My creations are a mixture of different emotions, states of mind, a balanced combination of a classical and a romantic style, amidst complexity, simplicity, rigour and minimalism. The collection that I will be presenting in Rome is entitled Dreams and reality.  I create in order to allow women to dream about my dresses. I want my garments to be something sought after, perhaps for some they are already a reality. I also draw inspiration from books that I have read, films that I have seen and from different countries that I have visited during my numerous trips. 
What were your reference points ?

In the past, Christian Dior, today, Valentino and Gianfranco Ferrè whom I consider great masters of style.

What are the business, cultural and artistic relationships between Russia and Europe, obviously within the fashion context? 
Before Perestroika there were no means, there was no way of cultivating one’s own creativity, it was difficult to think and therefore create. After Perestroika there was a socio-cultural evolution. The Russians began “to catch up”, improving their lifestyles. More culture but, above all, the desire to mix with other people, above all, foreigners, to get to know them, to learn. International relationships are imperative for a country, not only from an artistic point of view but also from a socio-economic one as well. It was only then that Moscow became an important capital. I am convinced that this is an important moment in the history of my country. 
Many Russians come to Europe to buy designer clothes, what do you offer your clients in terms of novelty and innovation ? What is the value added of Yulia Yanina creative work?

 What distinguishes me from others is the atmosphere that I manage to create around my clients. All of them have total faith in me and in my creations. They trust my advice completely, to a point where they allow me to change their image radically. I make them feel beautiful, important and self-confident, women who know what they want. Another of my characteristics which they appreciate is that I am always sincere with them. My clients want to make an impact but, at the same time, they don’t want to wear recognizable clothes. I satisfy their requirements by offering them unique garment that are truly a status symbol. 
The main theme of this edition of the Capitoline fashion shows is the city of Rome seen through three important eras. From the Imperial age to La Dolce Vita passing through the Renaissance. With which of these periods do you associate with most strongly?  

Judging by appearances, from a strictly material point of view, one could make this analogy between the Russian upper class, to which my clientele belongs, and the characters portrayed in Fellini’s Dolce Vita. But in reality, I’m not prepared to confirm this with absolute certainty because, in the end, I don’t live the life of others. 
Your relationship with Rome, what ties do you have with this city?

I adore Rome, it’s truly an incredibile city. The first time that I came to Rome, I felt as if I was living in a dream, a fairytale. I immediately felt at home and I perceived the importance of the centuries of history that the city has etched out in its monuments, its squares and its buildings. But what I love most are the people that live in this city, they are friendly and welcoming and I have lots of friends who live in Rome. 
What significance do you attribute to showcasing your creations on the Roman Haute Couture catwalks? 
I am truly proud to have this opportunity, because I am aware of the supreme level of the creations showcased on your catwalks. Italians know that Russians follow fashion and trends and one of the aims of my fashion show is to prove that Russian High Fashion is truly superior. 
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
