           Like every year, Abed Mahfouz is participating in Alta Roma Alta Moda  fashion week, he will present his new collection for Spring Summer 2007 on Tuesday 30 January at 10:30 a.m. at the Auditorium Parco della Musica. 
Abed Mahfouz shined in the international fashion scene when his focus on haute couture evening gowns and wedding dresses with perfect cuts, luxurious fabrics and delicate beadworks took off and earned praise with his participation in Rome fashion weeks, where he presented haute couture collections in very suggestive places as Porta Metronia, the Acquario Romano and the Villa Massimo Academy where he presented Tsarina: The sovereign…his last show that was an explosive success.
