The contemporary practice of body modification is a vain attempts to mutate, to self-create and to delude oneself that one is reborn in the perverse game of unavoidable becoming.

In a universe characterised by globalized cultural anaesthesias, the Spring-Summer 2007 collection by Susanna Liso, the Le Tartarughe label’s designer, presents a feminine creature as an alternative who disowns technological overdoses and surgical mutations to immerse herself in a bath of purifying sensuality. Susanna Liso’s woman is no longer the victim of digital cellular neo-prostheses, iPods, palmtops and earbuds, of circuits which force the emotions onto restricted courses. So the courage to be a woman who does not refuse the technological era but reinterprets it in a creative way erupts urgently. A hymn to fusion and rediscovered femininity.

The new-romantic cyborg wardrobe is born.

Creations with rigorously soft lines that embrace the body on the catwalk. Here are silk mini-dresses with vichy patterns and coloured or grey-toned polka-dots. They evoke the 70’s and express joie de vivre and harmony. The most rebellious period in our history also inspires overalls that are reinterpreted by the Roman stylist with remarkable and surprising elegance. The salopettes have a couture flavour, being enriched with a sartorial cut with grey rose inserts in Gobelin. The trousers become short and uncover the legs; they also echo the past. The apron dresses appear to have been stolen from female workers of the 60’s and are extraordinarily essential, realised in a palette of greys, greens and pinks; the patterns of the fabrics are a play of lines and squares which intersect and chase each other around on the silks and linens. Macro-sequins enrich the evening dresses. The accessories are indispensable: necklaces and bracelets made with highly coloured electrical wires and microchips, and original, enamelled-metal jewel bags with geometric forms, molecules in a technological universe that has been dismantled and rethought so as to become a hymn to the eternal feminine.
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
